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1. Overall Description:
CT1 is progressing with the stage 3 aspects of 5GSAT_Ph2 work for Rel-18. CT1 is considering a scenario whereby an operator, who operates both satellite access and non-satellite access in a same PLML (using same MCC/MNC), might not wish to allow the user with a UE capable of satellite access to be served via satellite cells while it is allowed to be served via non-satellite cells based on the subscription, i.e the operator wishes to limit provision of service to a user under certain terrestrial access but not NTN access. One of the potential solutions is to reject the UE’s NAS request sent via a satellite cell with a certain cause code. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Is SA1 envisaging that such a reject to the UE, i.e. not allowing NTN access and diverting the UE then to terrestrial access, is a case of the UE having a switch from satellite access to non-terrestrial access through a inter-RAT change within the same PLMN under the same MCC/MNC?

Therefore, CT1 would like to ask SA1 whether, in terms of the service requirement, a network operator should be able to restrict of using a satellite access in the network (in a PLMN) when the user is not allowed to use the satellite access by a subscription.


2. Actions:
To SA1 group.
ACTION: 	CT1 would like to ask SA1 guidance on whether, in terms of the service requirement, disabling or blocking satellite access is acceptable when the user does not have a subscription for satellite access.
