However, the necessary IEI values for the optional IEs of the Off-network location reporting trigger configuration message are missing so implementation is currently not possible. Note that as indicated in TS 24.545 the encoding rules for each type of information element has to followed the information provided by the Annex I of TS 24.379 which is based on TS 24.007.
