Backward compatibility analysis:
The TE sends AT command +CSUEPOLICY including the UE_policy_information_length for message 3, the MT will ingore it; the TE which does not support the AT command +CSUEPOLICY will not send this AT command to the MT, the MT supporting this AT command doesn’t need to handle. Hence, it is BC.
