In order to support MCVideo, the following URI and address assignments are assumed:
1)	the participating MCVideo function is configured to be reachable using:
a)	the public service identity of the participating MCVideo function serving the MCVideo user.
The MCVideo client should use the <Server‑URI> element of the < MCVideo-Service-Details> element of the <anyExt> element of the <on-network> element in the MCS UE initial configuration document, as defined in reference 3GPP TS 24.484 [25] as public service identity of the participating function of the MCVideo client.
