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1. Introduction
The following EN was added for IMS DC capability indication during IMS Re-Registration.
Editor’s note: What the impacts on the ongoing data channels if the capability is removed at reregistration is FFS.
[bookmark: _Hlk146786687]If the network does not indicate its DC capability due to the subscriber’s IMS DC subscription information is removed and the network decides not to initiate a deregistration, according to TS 23.228, the UE shall not include data channel media description in the SDP offer of any subsequent re-INVITE, so far the UE cannot initiate normal data channel shutdown procedure. For ongoing IMS data channels, it is suggested the network instead of UE initial data channel related procedure as abnormal cases. 
TS 23.228 AC.8.1:
The UE shall not include data channel media description in the SDP offer of the initial INVITE request or any subsequent re-INVITE, if the S-CSCF has not included the data channel capability indication in the Feature-Caps header field in the 200 OK response either to the REGISTER or subsequent REGISTER request.
This p-CR proposes to clarify the handling of the UE on the ongoing data channels when the capability is removed at reregistration.
In addition, it is suggested to replace ”the IMS Data Channel Capability Negotiation” with ”the IMS Data Channel Capability Indication” according to the discussion in the meeting.
2. Reason for Change
The handling of the UE on the ongoing data channels related to EN needs to be clarified in TS 24.186.
3. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.186 v0.3.0.

[bookmark: _Toc136266631]9.2.2.1	Procedure at the UE
For user-initiated reregistration, the UE supporting data channel capability shall include the media feature tag defined in RFC 5688 [5] for supported streaming media type. For the data channel capability indication, the UE shall use +sip.app-subtype="webrtc-datachannel" as specified in 3GPP TS 26.114 [4].
On receiving the 200 (OK) response to the REGISTER request, if the 200 (OK) response includes a Feature-Caps header field containing feature-capability indicator "g.3gpp.datachannel", the UE shall determine that the network supports the data channel capability as specified in 3GPP TS 26.114 [4].
On receiving the 200 (OK) response to the REGISTER request, if the 200 (OK) response does not include a Feature-Caps header field containing feature-capability indicator "g.3gpp.datachannel", the UE shall not include data channel media description in the SDP offer of the initial INVITE request or any subsequent re-INVITE.
NOTE:	If the network does not indicate its DC capability due to the subscriber’s IMS DC subscription information is removed, the UE cannot shutdown the ongoing IMS data channels as described in 9.3.2.1.x. How to handle this abnormal case is specified in 9.3.x.
