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	Reason for change:
	UE can be configured in USIM files with EHPLMN list which replaces the HPLMN code derived from the IMSI. UE behavior to determine HPLMN S-NSSAI for this kind of configuration was resolved in TS 24.501 as:  

HPLMN S-NSSAI: An S-NSSAI applicable in the HPLMN without any further mapping by the network. If the UE has an EHPLMN list which is not empty, and the HPLMN code derived from the IMSI is included in the EHPLMN list, then the HPLMN S-NSSAIs are applicable without any further mapping in the HPLMN derived from the IMSI. If the HPLMN code derived from the IMSI is not included in the EHPLMN list, then the HPLMN S-NSSAIs are applicable without any further mapping in the highest priority EHPLMN.
UE behavior to handle the UE policies in the scope of TS 24.526 for this kind of configuration is missing.

It is proposed to add handling in TS 24.526 for UE configured with EHPLMN list similar to HPLMN S-NSSAI.

The UE policies for 5GS include:
-	UE route selection policy (URSP)(see clause 4.2);
-	Access network discovery and selection policy (ANDSP)(see clause 4.3);
-	V2X policy (V2XP); 
-	5G ProSe policy (ProSeP);
-	Ranging and sidelink positioning policy (RSLPP); and
-	A2X policy (A2XP).
The UE policies can be delivered from the PCF to the UE. The UE policy delivery procedure is specified in 3GPP TS 24.501 [11].
The UE policies can also be pre-configured in the UE. The pre-configured policy shall be applied by the UE only when the UE has not received the same type of policy from the PCF. The implementation of pre-configured UE policies is out of scope of this specification.
The UE policies can be delivered from the PCF to the 5G-RG or a W-AGF acting on behalf of the FN-RG. The UE policy delivery service is specified in 3GPP TS 24.501 [11]. These UE policies include the UE route selection policy (URSP) (see clause 4.2).
The UE policies can also be pre-configured in the 5G-RG or a W-AGF acting on behalf of the FN-RG. The pre-configured policy shall be applied by the 5G-RG or a W-AGF acting on behalf of the FN-RG only when the 5G-RG or a W-AGF acting on behalf of the FN-RG has not received the same type of policy from the PCF. The implementation of pre-configured UE policies is out of scope of this specification.
[bookmark: _Hlk134614842]NOTE:	In this specification, the UE policies can be delivered to a 5G-RG that is acting as a UE, a 5G-RG that is acting on behalf of AUN3 device, a 5G-RG that is acting on behalf of NAUN3 device.
The UE policies for V2X (V2XP) are specified in 3GPP TS 24.588 [18].
The UE policies for 5G ProSe policy (ProSeP) are specified in 3GPP TS 24.555 [18A].
The UE policies for A2X (A2XP) are specified in 3GPP TS 24.578 [24].
The UE policies for ranging and sidelink positioning (RSLPP) are specified in 3GPP TS 24.514 [23].
When the present specification is referring to the HPLMN and the UE has an EHPLMN list which is not empty (see 3GPP TS 23.122 [xx]), for the purposes described in this specification the HPLMN code shall be determined as:
a)	the HPLMN code derived from the IMSI, if the HPLMN code derived from the IMSI is included in the EHPLMN list, and
b)	the PLMN code of the highest priority EHPLMN, if the HPLMN code derived from the IMSI is not included in the EHPLMN list.
