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1. Introduction
In August CT1 meeting, some contributions wanted to address the open issues. However, there were so many different understandings for SA1’s requirement. Thus based on discussion CT1 asked some questions and an LS was sent to SA1, SA plenary and CT plenary.
This LS has been discussed in SA plenary. Most delegates attended SA plenary were not involved in this issue and have to confirm internal opinions. The next SA1 meeting will be in November. Thus SA1 chair wants to organize a conference call in October to ensure SA1 can reply this LS as early as possible in November meeting. In order to make progress, ZTE will draft a DP for this CC to introduce what has been discussed in CT1 and what guideline CT1 looks forward to.
This contribution is proposed to indicate which open issues listed in the work plan depend on SA1 reply.
