So UE can re-initiate the registration procedure only after release of NAS connection. If NW does not release conenction UE might have to do the same using local connection release after expiry of T3540 which is after 10 seconds.

2.		Although no such clause exists for de-registration type as “re-registration not required”, but ideally there is no need to keep the NAS signalling connection after NW has de-registered the UE.
