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1. Overall Description:
CT1 agreed to use the SIP REGISTER method for the migration service authorization request from a MC service client (described in Clauses 10.6.3.2.1 and 10.6.3.3.1 (Step 1) of TS 23.280 and Step 1 in Figure 5.1.5-2 of TS 33.180) as can be seen from the attached CR (agreed in CT1#144). This decision implies that the SIP registration is completed before the authorization to an MC service in the partner MC system (described in Clause 10.1.6 of TS 23.280, Step 7 in Figure 5.1.5-1 of TS 33.180). Furthermore, it is CT1’s understanding that access tokens used for the procedures in Steps 6 and 7 in Figure 5.1.5-1 of TS 33.180 are identical.
In light of these, CT1 would like to understand whether:
· the authorization to an MC service in the partner MC system (described in Clause 10.1.6 of TS 23.280, Step 7 in Figure 5.1.5-1 of TS 23.280);
is still needed in addition to:
· the migration service authorization (described in Clause 10.6.3.3.1 of TS 23.280 and Step 6 in Figure 5.1.5-1 of TS 23.280).

2. Actions:
To SA3, SA6
ACTION: 	CT1 respectfully asks SA3 and SA6 to justify the need for the authorization to an MC service in the partner MC system and, if the procedure is not needed, update their specifications accordingly.
