· 10.16.4	Migration during an ongoing private communication


2	Procedures

2.1	Migration during an ongoing group communication

The following procedure is defined in stage-2 work:


[bookmark: _Hlk149551114]Pre-conditions:
1.	The MC service client is a receiving party in one or more ongoing group calls in the primary MC system.
2.	The MC service UE detects the need to change the MC system.

Analyse:
Step 1 and 3: MC service group de-affiliation and affiliation
Existing stage 3 specifications cover MC service group de-affiliation:

Step 2: Retrieval of user profile in partner system
Stage-3 specification TS 24.484 covers retrieval of user profile
Step 4: Late entry group call
Existing stage 3 specifications cover Late entry group call: 
· TS 24.379 clause 10
· TS 24.281 clause 9
· TS 24.282 clause 9


Proposal:

Since all steps in the procedure utilize existing stage-2 procedures and that the protocol aspects are already specified for these procedures, there are no need to do additional stage-3 work related to this procedure in CT1.



2.2	Migration during an ongoing private communication

The following procedure is defined in stage-2 work:



Figure 10.16.4.2-1: Migration during ongoing private communication.
Analyse:
Step 1: Ongoing private call. This is already supported in current stage-3 specifications.
Step 2: The migration steps in this specific procedure does not add additional stage-3 requirements.
Step 3: Releasing an ongoing private call is already supported in current stage-3 specifications.
Step 4: Retrieval of MC service user profile is covered in TS 24.484.
Step 5: The registration steps in this specific procedure does not add additional stage-3 requirements. 
Step 6: Existing Private call procedures supports the re-establishment of the private call.

Proposal:

Since all steps in the procedure utilize existing stage-2 procedures and that the protocol aspects are already specified for these procedures, there are no need to do additional stage-3 work related to this procedure in CT1.
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1. A private call takes place between MC client 1 and MC service client 2. 

2. MC service client 1 detects the need to migrate to MC system C. MC client 1 is notified.

 Client 1 initates UE configuration, authorization, and selects the user profile that permits the 

migration.

6. MC client 1 connecting to MC system C re-establishes a private call towards MC client 2 connecting to MC system B

4. Retrieval of MC service client 1 profile in MC system C

4a. If system C is a primary MC system, procedure 10.1.4.3.1 takes place

4b. If system C is a partner MC system, procedure 10.1.4.3.2 takes place

5. Registration procedures take place

5a. If system C is a primary MC system, procedure 10.6.1 takes place

5b. If system C is a partner MC system, procedure 10.1.6.2  takes place

3. MC service client 1 releases the private communication and may indicate that it is done due 

to migration.
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1. A private call takes place between MC client 1 and MC service client 2.
2. MC service client 1 detects the need to migrate to MC system C. MC client 1 is notified.
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5. Registration procedures take place
5a. If system C is a primary MC system, procedure 10.6.1 takes place
5b. If system C is a partner MC system, procedure 10.1.6.2  takes place
3. MC service client 1 releases the private communication and may indicate that it is done due to migration.
