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1. Overall Description:
CT1 has discussed the issues regarding the identifies of 5G ProSe end UEs used during 5G ProSe UE-to-UE relay discovery procedures and reached the following understanding:
1) The user info ID configured in 5G ProSe end UE for 5G ProSe UE-to-UE relay discovery (see TS 23.304 clause 5.1.5.1 or TS 24.554 clause 5.2.7) is used by the 5G ProSe end UE to solicitate or respond to 5G ProSe UE-to-UE relay discovery towards the 5G ProSe UE-to-UE relay UE, so it should not be included in the protected direct discovery set of the 5G ProSe UE-to-UE relay discovery message.
[bookmark: _Hlk151034906]2) The application layer ID(s) of 5G ProSe end UE(s) should be included in the protected direct discovery set, to make end-to-end discovery between the 5G ProSe end UEs possible.
3) The configured user info ID of the discoveree end UE is not included in the 5G ProSe UE-to-UE relay discovery solicitation message, as the discoverer end UE cannot know the configured user info ID of the discoveree end UE. Similarly, the configured user info ID of the discoverer end UE is not included in the 5G ProSe UE-to-UE relay discovery response message.
