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	Reason for change:
	If the TA is changed for a S-NSSAI and if for the new TA, the UE is outside the NS AoS for that S-NSSAI, the UE should not be able to request user plane resources for an established PDU session. Consider the following scenario:

1] UE is in TA1 and sends requested NSSAI with S-NSSAI(1) and S-NSSAI(2). 
2] UE receives Registration Accept with S-NSSAI(1) in Allowed NSSAI and S-NSSAI(2) as partially allowed NSSAI.
3] Registration Ares includes TA1 and TA2. The Partially Allowed  NSSAI for S-NSSAI(2) has just TA1 in the list of TAs where the S-NSSAI(2) is allowed.
4] PDU session is established for S-NSSAI(2)
5] UE now moves to TA2 and the PDU session continues to remain active. But the UE should not be allowed to request user plane resources for the PDU session, as per stage-2.
