10.x	Completion of Communications to Busy Subscriber (CCBS), Completion of Communications by No Reply (CCNR) and Completion of Communications on Not Logged-in (CCNL)
The CCBS, CCNR and CCNL services enable a user, encountering a destination that is busy, does not answer or is not logged-in, to have the communication completed at a later point in time without the user having to manually initiate a new communication attempt.
Before the CCBS, CCNR and CCNL service activation, the session between the two UEs are basic IMS session, during which the IMS data channel can be negotiated and the corresponding media resources are reserved.
In case of CCBS, when the 486 Busy is sent to the UE which means the IMS session is released, the corresponding data channel media resources will be released.
In case of CCNR, when the terminating UE sending 487 Request to terminate the sessions setup, the corresponding data channel media resources will be released.
In case of CCNL, when the 480 Temporarily unavailable is sent to the UE which means the IMS session is released, the corresponding data channel media resources will be released.
When the CCBS, CCNR and CCNL call is started, the IMS data channel can be included in the new IMS session.
