This clause specifies how the PDU set based handling is executed in the uplink direction.
A PDU Set is comprised of one or more PDUs carrying an application layer payload, e.g. a video frame or video slice. PDU set based handling is required to identify and process the PDU sets, e.g., differentiated or integrated handling of PDU sets. PDU Set identification may be enabled for the UE on a per QoS flow basis in the uplink direction.
The PDU Set based QoS handling by the UE is determined and triggered by the SMF. The SMF may optionally provide the UE with UL PDU set assistance information (e.g., a protocol descriptor, PDU set QoS parameters) using the PDU session establishment or PDU session modification procedures. The UL PDU set assistance information may help UE to identify PDUs belonging to a PDU set. 
NOTE 1:	How the UE deals with the PDU assistance information is up to UE implementation in this release of the specification.
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
