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1. Introduction
TS 24.572 is a newly created specification to capture the detail of LCS user plane protocol to support the LPP and LCS messages transfer between the UE and the LMF, LCS client, and AF.
2. Reason for Change
The following editor’s note is left for further check on the LMF LCS-UP address information IE.
“Editor's note: Whether LMF LCS-UP address is mandatory or optional is FFS.”
TLS protocol is a secured protection mechanism over TCP/IP. The source IP address and destination IP address are essential information in TCP/IP transport. The upper layer on the UE side may lose/delete the LMF address information in some scenarios (e.g., rebooting). The LMF is not aware of such situation. If the LMF address information is not provided (i.e., optional provided), the UE can not create the TCP/IP packet encapsulating the ClientHello message to start the TLS handshake for the TLS security.
In order to ensure the UE establishes a user plane connection accurately and efficiently, this pCR proposes that the LMF LCS-UP address information IE is a mandatory IE during user plane connection establishment procedures.
3. Proposal
It is proposed to agree with the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.572 v1.0.0.
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The user plane connection establishment command message is sent by the LMF to the UE to transport the user plane connection information and trigger the UE to establish the TLS connection towards the LMF. See table 10.3.1.1.1.
