Annex X (informative): EDGE-5 implementation guidance
X.1		General
This annex serves as the guidance to the design of the UE internal APIs exposed by the Edge Enabler Client (EEC) to the Application Client (AC) for consuming the edge services offered over EDGE-1 and EDGE-4 interface.
NOTE:	The EEC may expose APIs (methods) or AT commands via the EDGE-5 interface to the Application Client (AC) for consuming edge services and selection of either of these is left to AC implementation.
As described in clause 8.14 of TS 23.558 [2], when an AC has to perform edge specific procedure it shares relevant data with the EEC via EDGE-5 reference point through API requests and shall receive the results over response callback. In case the APIs are related to subscribe, then results will be shared over notification callback as depicted in figure X.1-1. Further each APIs exposed from EDGE-5 interface along with callback are detailed in clause X.2.
