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1. Overall Description:
CT1 has been discussing the LCS user plane protocol (i.e., TS 24.572) to support the management of the user plane connection between the UE and the LMF.

CT1 notes that the LMF provides the user plane information to the UE to establish a user plane connection, which consists of the LMF LCS-UP address and the security related information. The security related information is excluded from the user plane information since the TLS based mechanism is utilized to protect the connection. Furtherly, CT1 considers the LMF LCS-UP address provisioning.

CT1 would like to ask the following question:
Whether the LMF LCS-UP address is mandatory or optional during the procedures defined in subclauses 6.18.1 and 6.18.2 of TS 23.273?
