1. Introduction
This pCR resolves the following EN on LMF LCS-UP address in clause 10.3.1.1 by removing it and adding clause 10.3.1.2 for the LMF LCS-UP address.

2. Reason for Change
[bookmark: _Hlk155776499][bookmark: _Hlk155800367]In some deployments and use cases (e.g. in isolated environments), operators require TLS certificates to be pre-configured in the UE. These certificates already contain the address in the CN field. Hence, in these use cases, it is not required to include the address in the USER PLANE CONNECTION ESTABLISHMENT COMMAND message. Accordingly, the LMF LCS-UP address IE needs to be optional.
For this reason, it is proposed to resolve the EN by removing it.
3. Proposal
