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1. Introduction
This p-CR provides the contents IMS data channel interaction with the CAT (Customized Alerting Tones) service specified in 3GPP TS 24.182.

2. Reason for Change
The IMS data channel interaction with supplementary services needs to be defined for new 3GPP TS 24.186.

3. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.186 v1.0.0.

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10.x Customized Alerting Tones (CAT)
The CAT service is an operator specific service by which an operator enables the subscriber to customize the media which is played to the calling party during alerting of the called party. The media can consist of favourable songs, multi-media clips or other customized alerting tones. 
3GPP TS 24.182 [x] describes three models of CAT service as follows:
-	forking model;
-	gateway model; and
-	early session model.
No matter which model is used, IMS data channel can be negotiated with audio and video media contained in the initial INVITE/UPDATE messages. When the audio and video media between the CAT AS and UE A is terminated, the data channel between the CAT AS and the UE A shall be terminated too.
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
