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1. Introduction
This p-CR proposes to add the abnormal case that DCSF response times out.
2. Reason for Change
TS 23.228 specifies:
AA.2.4.2	Nimsas_SessionEventControl
AA.2.4.2.1	General
Service description: This service enables the consumer to be notified about session events when served IMS subscribers take part in IMS sessions.
The following operations are available for this service:
-	Explicit subscription to receive session events. This is not specified in this Release.
-	Notifying IMS session control events of a specific IMS subscriber to NFs, e.g. DCSF, based on local configuration in the IMS AS.
IMS AS processing of the session event is paused until the consumer acknowledges reception of the session event notification. The consumer is given the possibility to apply session media control and policies by invoking the Nimsas_MediaControl service before giving IMS AS a session event notification acknowledgement.
If the consumer does not apply media control/policies to a session event, IMS AS continues processing and forwards the event as is (including the media state) to calling/called party.
And we can see from the figures in AC 7.1/7.2 that IMS AS goes on SIP procedures after the response from the DCSF once notifying a session event.
It is suggest to add the abnormal case that DCSF response times out.

3. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.186 v1.1.0.

Abnormal cases on IMS data channel include the following: 
-	The IMS AS has sent a data channel resource reservation/update request to the MRF, but the MRF response times out.
-	The IMS AS has sent a data channel resource reservation/update request to the MRF, but the MRF returns an error response message due to no sufficient data channel resource.
-	The IMS AS has notified a session event to the DCSF, but no acknowledge received.
The failures during IMS data channel establishment and maintenance shall not impact any other ongoing media which are associated with the same IMS session (e.g. audio, video, etc.).

9.4.x	No acknowledge to the notification from DCSF
9.4.x.1	Actions at the IMS AS
If no acknowledge to the session event notification from the DCSF, the following applies:
-	the IMS AS shall continue the ongoing session procedure;
-	in the case of notifying session establishment request or media change request on bootstrap data channel setup, if no media instruction received from the DCSF, the IMS AS shall remove the IMS data channel SDP media description from the SDP offer for the INVITE/re-INVITE request or set the port number of the “m=” lines for IMS data channel as zero in the SDP answer of the response to the INVITE/re-INVITE request..
-	in the case of notifying session establishment progress/alerting/success or media change success on bootstrap data channel setup, IMS AS shall forward the SDP answer of the response to the INVITE/re-INVITE request.
