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1. Introduction
This p-CR proposes to remove ENs in sidellink positioning server UE discovery and selection procedure.
2. Reason for Change
SA2 agreed in a CR0112 (for alignment with RAN) that UE’s coverage status, location information, etc should be considered for use in anchor UE selection. For reference the agreement from RAN2 in RAN2#123 follows as:
Tell SA2 that like anchor UEs, a normative requirement on which server UE to select (e.g., ranking) will not be specified, and RAN2 do not intend to specify when the selection takes place; we leave it to SA2 to determine whether to specify anything.
UE’s information such as UE’s coverage status and location information are included in selection criteria of located UE and SL positioning server UE.  For alignment with RAN, those shall also be included in SL reference UE selection criteria.
In this CR SL Reference UE Discovery & Selection is proposed based on the above agreements in SA2 and RAN WGs.
3. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.514 v0.6.0.

SL Reference UE selection (s) can be performed by the target UE or by LMF as specified in clause 5.2.4 of 3GPP TS 23.586 [2]. Whether the selection is done by the LMF or by the target UE, is based on the procedure in which the SL Reference UE selection is performed as specified in clause 6.20 of 3GPP TS 23.273 [11].
Procedure of target UE selecting SL Reference UE is specified in clause 6.X.2.1.

If the UE is authorised to act as a target UE as specified in clause 5.2.3, the SL Reference UE selection is performed by target UE in following cases:
a)	when the LMF is not involved, and UE-only operation for ranging and sidelink positioning is used (see clause 6.X.2.1.2); and
b)	when the LMF is involved, network-based operation or network-assisted operation for ranging and sidelink positioning is used and the LMF determines the SL Reference UE selection is performed by the target UE (see clause 6.X.2.1.3).
c)	when the LMF is involved, network-based operation or network-assisted operation for ranging and sidelink positioning is used and when target UE initiate Mobile Originated Location Request (e.g., SL-MO-LR involving LMF, see clause 6.20.1 of TS 23.273[11]) (see clause 6.X.2.1.4).

The target UE shall select the SL Reference UE(s) from the UE(s) which are discovered using:
a)	the monitoring procedure for UE discovery as specified in clause 6.2.2.1 or clause 6.2.2.3 when SL Reference UE acts as announcing UE;
b)	the discoverer procedure for UE discovery as specified in clause 6.2.2.2 or clause 6.2.2.4 when SL Reference UE acts as discoveree UE; or
c)	both.
Editor’s Note:	Whether and how the SL Reference UE can be triggered to perform the announcing procedure for UE discovery as specified in clause 6.2.2.1 or clause 6.2.2.3 is FFS.
The target UE may select the SL Reference UE(s) if:
a)	the UE role in the RSPP metadata in the PROSE PC5 DISCOVERY message indicates the UE supports UE role as a SL Reference UE (see 3GPP TS 38.355 [12]); and

If the SL Reference UE selection is triggered by supplementary service message from the LMF with the indication of target UE selecting SL Reference UE to the target UE, the target UE shall select the SL Reference UE(s) from 
a)	the UE(s) as specified in clause 6.X.2.1.2; and
The target UE shall send the selected SL Reference UE(s) based a) and b) above to the LMF.
6.X.2.1.4	target UE selecting SL Reference UE for Mobile Originated Location request case
If the SL Reference UE selection is triggered by target UE when target UE initiate Mobile Originated Location Request, the target UE shall select the SL Reference UE(s) from
a) the UE(s) as specified in clause 6.X.2.1.2; and
The target UE shall include the selected SL Reference UE(s) based a) above in the Location Request message to the LMF.
