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1. Introduction
Ranging and sidelink positioning policy parameters are updated by SA2 in S2-2401382. In this latest update, although the per PLMN policy parameters for authorising a UE for some roles are removed, the per PLMN policy parameter for authorising a UE to act as a SL positioning client UE in a given PLMN is kept. 
In addition, S2-2401378 adds a requirement on AMF to check SL positioning client UE authorisation when the procedure for ranging and sidelink positioning service exposure through 5GC control plane is triggered. 
Hence, the EN related to the need for a per PLMN authorisation configuration parameter for SL positioning client UE in clause 5.2.3 can be resolved by removing the EN as the SL positioning client UE is already listed in this clause and needs to be kept.
2. Reason for Change
This p-CR resolves the EN on the need for a per PLMN authorisation configuration parameter for SL positioning client UE in clause 5.2.3 by removing the EN as the SL positioning client UE is already listed in this clause and needs to be kept.  
3. Proposal
It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.514 v0.6.0.

1)	5G ProSe related mapping rules including:
i)	a list of ProSe identifier for ranging and sidelink positioning to ranging and sidelink positioning QoS parameters mapping rules. The ranging and sidelink positioning QoS parameters are defined in clause 5.7.2 of 3GPP TS 23.586 [2]; and
ii)	a list of ProSe identifier for ranging and sidelink positioning to PQI for RSPP transport QoS mapping rules. The PQI for RSPP transport QoS is defined in clause 5.7.3 of 3GPP TS 23.586 [2]; or
2)	V2X service related mapping rules including:
i)	a list of V2X service identifier for ranging and sidelink positioning to ranging and sidelink positioning QoS parameters mapping rules. The ranging and sidelink positioning QoS parameters are defined in clause 5.7.2 of 3GPP TS 23.586 [2]; and
ii)	a list of V2X service identifier for ranging and sidelink positioning to PQI for RSPP transport QoS mapping rules. The PQI for RSPP transport QoS is defined in clause 5.7.3 of 3GPP TS 23.586 [2];
e)	an indication of whether the UE is allowed to use UE-only operation to perform ranging and sidelink positioning when the UE is served by the NG-RAN and the network-based operation is not supported by the network; and
f)	optionally, the SLPKMF address information.
