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1. Overall Description:

SA2’s understanding of the stage 3 specifications for “GPRS procedure for P-CSCF discovery” is that the GGSN only provides the P-CSCF IP address to the UE and e.g. not the port where the P-CSCF listens to incoming initial registration requests. It is also stage 2 understanding that stage 3 rely on RFC3261 where it is only a recommendation for the P-CSCF to listen to the well-known SIP port and that stage 3 rely on RFC3261 whether P-CSCF is required to support a common set of transport protocols with the UE.

The SA2 intention with the “GPRS procedure for P-CSCF discovery” is a GPRS procedure allowing the UE to discover all required P-CSCF address information to be able to communicate with P-CSCF. 

SA2 would like to understand whether CT1 sees a possible issue with the P-CSCF listening, or not, to the well-known SIP port and if so, whether “GPRS procedure for P-CSCF discovery” enhancements to include additional information (i.e. if needed, adding the additional required information in the response from GGSN to the UE) is suitable for CT1 and CT3 to solve this issue.
