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Background

TS 23.279 is considered sufficiently stable to begin the specification text for the Stage 3 work.

This document proposes text for section 6.3.1.6 and in 6.3.1.7 to TR 24.879 based on TS 23.279.

6.3.1.6

CS call set-up - originating case

When the originating CUA wishes to set up the CS part of a CSICS call the CUA shall set up the call in accordance with TS 24.008 [4] with the following additions;

The set-up message shall include the user-user information element, which can include the radio capability information as defined in Annex X to this specification. The handling of the user-user information element shall be in accordance with TS 24.087 [7].


NOTE 1:
It is assumed that the CSICS user has the COLP, in accordance with TS 22.081[8] and UUS service 1, in accordance with TS 22.087 [9], activated.
NOTE 2:
The correlation between the CS call and the IMS session is not possible if the originating UE has restricted the presentation of the calling party BCD number.

6.3.1.7
CS call set-up  - terminating case

When the terminating CUA receives the CS part of a. CSICS call 

-
the CUA shall set up the call in accordance with TS 24.008 [4] and may include the user to user information element in the connect message with the radio capability information as defined in Annex X to this specification. The handling of the user-user information element shall be in accordance with TS 24.087 [7]



NOTE 1:
The CSICS service may not be possible if the called CUA has restricted the presentation of the connected number.

NOTE 2:
The CUA can do the same actions as described in subclause 5.3.1.7.
