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At the joint TISPAN/3GPP CT1 meeting July 2005 in Sophia Antipolis the inclusion for trust and privacy rules in TS 24.229 were discussed.

It was proposed to change the TS24.229 for the history Info header to use this header only in conjunction with the trust rules defined within RFC 3325. 

The comments regarding this proposal were that the CR shall reflect the reference to the history-header draft where such relation is stated.

But within this draft a combination of the History header field with the trust rules of RFC3325 is not defined.

The History header draft does not describe such a trust approach. But from Operator point of view it is wishful to have such a trust relationship belonging to the History header.

Reasons:

· The privacy indications of the Index entries in the history header needed to be trusted because it is needed to hint privat information. A history header sent from an untrusted network can indicate wrong privacy statements and wrong content of the uri’s possibly presented to the originating user.

· For interworking to PSTN/ISDN networks trusted information of the original called number, redirection number and redirected to number is needed.

· information given within the History header could be basis for several services and therefore it should be trusted conten

With regard to that procedures are shown in a companion Contribution (CR).

Also the Privacy rules shall apply to the history header, because it is needed to reflect the network policy as well as the users wish.

For these reasons it is proposed to accept the CR.
