5.3.1.1 Radio Capability 
The CUA shall include the feature-tag that indicates CS call capability in the Contact header of INVITE, CANCEL, OPTIONS, SUBSCRIBE, NOTIFY, MESSAGE, UPDATE and INFO requests sent to a CSIS.

If a CUA is in a radio environment that allows simultaneous IMS sessions and CS calls, the value of the feature tag shall be +g.3gpp.cs-voice="TRUE"; i.e., the value of the feature tag is "TRUE".

If a CUA is in a radio environment that does not allow simultaneous IMS sessions and CS calls, the value of the feature tag shall be +g.3gpp.cs-voice="FALSE"; i.e., the value of the feature tag is "FALSE".

CSI Server (CSIS)
5.3.2.1 Radio Capability 

The CSIS shall include the feature-tag that indicates CS call capability in the Contact header of SIP responses to INVITE, CANCEL, OPTIONS, SUBSCRIBE, NOTIFY, MESSAGE, UPDATE and INFO requests sent to a CUA.

If a CSIS is in a radio environment that allows simultaneous IMS sessions and CS calls, the value of the feature tag shall be +g.3gpp.cs-voice="TRUE"; i.e., the value of the feature tag is "TRUE".
If a CSIS is in a radio environment that does not allow simultaneous IMS sessions and CS calls, the value of the feature tag shall be +g.3gpp.cs-voice="FALSE"; i.e., the value of the feature tag is "FALSE".

6.3.1
CSI User Agent (CUA)
6.3.1.1 Radio Capability 

The CUA shall indicate its radio capability as a single bit that indicates that the CUA is currently capable of simultaneous CS bearer and IMS services, or the CUA is not currently capable of simultaneous CS bearer and IMS services. 
At CS call setup, the CUA that originates the call shall place its current radio capability encoded in the User-User Signalling information element (see TS 24.008[] clause 10.5.4.25) in the SETUP message. 
6.3.2
CSI Server (CSIS)

6.3.2.1 Radio Capability 
When the CSIS receives a SETUP message for a CS call, it shall examime the User-User Signalling information element and store the current radio capabilities of the calling party, if any. 
The CSIS shall place its current radio capabilities in the User User Signalling information element (see TS 24.008[] clause 10.5.4.25) in the reply ALERTING message as described in TS 24.008.
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
