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1. Introduction
This contribution aims to have discussion on the study of exact format and possible value for the information, “type of emergency service”.
2. Discussion

In TR 867-710 v7.1.0 document, it optionally states to include the specific information, “type of emergency service” in the emergency session establishment request. According to the document, as for stage 3 work, it states the necessity of study on the issue of formats and values for the information, “type of emergency service” included in the emergency session establishment request. The statements are:
The UE initiates the emergency session establishment request, and for the purpose of processing the request properly in the network the following specific information is supplied in the request message. These are not exhaustive information and the exact forms or values should be standardized in stage-3 work.

-
Emergency session indication. 
-
In GPRS case, PDP context activation to a Globally dedicated emergency APN.

-
Optionally, type of emergency service. It could be implied in the above emergency session indication.

-
UE's location information if available (e.g. Cell Global Identification for GPRS, other access networks may provide different types of location information).
For exact format and value of type of emergency service, the information element stated in TS 24.008 v7.2.0 is suitable as to follow the already existing specification:
Table 10.5.135d/3GPP TS 24.008: Service Category information element

Emergency Service Category Value (octet 3)

The meaning of the Emergency Category Value is derived from the following settings (Please see 3GPP TS 22.101 clause 8):

Bit 1
Police

Bit 2
Ambulance

Bit 3
Fire Brigade

Bit 4
Marine Guard
Bit 5
Mountain Rescue

Bits 6,7,8 are spare and set to "0"
Mobile station may set one or more bits to "1"

If more than one bit is set to "1", routing to a combined Emergency centre (e.g. ambulance and fire brigade in Japan) is required. If the MSC can not match the received service category to any of the emergency centres, it shall route the call to an operator defined default emergency centre.

If no bit is set to "1", the MSC shall route the Emergency call to an operator defined default emergency centre

3. Conclusion/Proposal
For some countries, it needs to include type of emergency service to route an emergency call to an appropriate destination (PSAP/emergency center or BGCF). In those countries, it shall include xml body with “type of emergency service” element.
