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DISCUSSION: 
In the CT1#40 meeting a CR on the so called “IMS short session setup” was agreed. Due to these changes a couple of different flows for the IMS session setup are possible from Rel-6 onwards. However, up till now, these different session setup options are not documented as signalling flows in a specification. 

It is our understanding that it would be beneficial for the group but even more for engineers not participating in CT1 meetings to have a document similar to TS 24.228 available. This new TR would be used to document the different options for session setup. The TR could be created under the mandate of the IMS Protoc WID. It seems most appropriate to make this TR a 900 series TR so that it gets published.
PROPOSAL:

It is proposed that a TR is created that shows signalling flows reflecting the different options for session setup. The following flows should be documented:

· UE#1 and UE#2 need to perform resource reservation
· UE#1 performs resource reservation, UE#2 already has to required resources available
· UE1# has the required resources available at session setup, UE#2 need to perform resource reservation
· UE#1 connected via GPRS calls a non 3GPP UE (e.g. TISPAN)
It is proposed, that the flows shall follow the style that was used for in the CSI TS, i.e. showing only one box for the network. If necessary further flows (e.g. showing final codec decision made already at start of a session) can be added.

However, the flows should focus on a basic session setup, i.e. no flows will be provided for topology hiding, for sessions with IBCF involved or for sessions having certain features (e.g. messaging).
