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Introduction

SA1 and SA2 have been working on the feature work item "Selective Disabling of UE Capabilities (SDoUE)" (Please, see SP-050182 for the current work item description for SA). SA1 introduced new requirements because of SDoUE in 3GPP TS 22.011 [1] which can be summarizes as follows:

· The solution has to be provided for the HPLMN and the VPLMN by means of an indication to the UE as to which network provided services or functions it is not allowed to use.

· The Selective UE Capabilities list shall be maintained in the UE and the UE shall not request any services indicated as disabled. The Selective UE Capabilities list relates to the ME and not to the subscription.
· A list of different services to be included in the list such as Call Control functions, SMS via CS and PS, MBMS, … has been identified.

· Emergency Calls is also required, including the (U)SIM-less case. This is important in the situation in which a misbehaving ME –without a (U)SIM– is making repeated, unsolicited emergency calls.

· Interactions with the end-user are also required, e.g. inform the user of the non-availability of services or functions.
· There shall be a mechanism for restoring disabled UEs in all situations.
SA2 has been studied in a new 3GPP TR 23.805 [2] different alternatives to provide a solution for SDoUE. The outcome of the work done by SA2 is completed and was provided to the attention of TSG SA(#30). Furthermore, the LS in C1-051537/S2-052280 informed CT1 that stage 3 work should start in order to complete the SDoUE feature within the Rel-7 timeframe. In order to complete the SDoUE work new OMA DM Management Object (MO) needs to be specified by CT1.
Additionally, at TSG SA#30 was reported that CT1 is expected to cover the corresponding stage 3 work by providing an appropriate WID and possible CRs. This indicates that TSG SA has a preference for having separate work item descriptions for the SDoUE feature, with the work item description relating to the CT work being a building block of the main SA feature.
Proposal

It is proposed that the following WID is approved as a new TSG CT work item description covering all aspects of the work to be performed in TSG CT on the Selective Disabling of UE Capabilities feature.

Justification

The specification of SDoUE Stage 1 is complete and the Stage 2 work has finished with recommended architectural solution in 3GPP TR 23.805. Additionally, SA2 informed CT1 that the 3GPP TR 23.805 recommends that OMA DM solution needs to be specified in 3GPP using OMA Device Management (DM) protocol specifications. This implies that to complete the specification work of this feature in 3GPP new OMA DM Management Object needs to be specified by CT1.

Objective

The objectives of this work item are to finalise Stage 3 work on SDoUE. The areas to be considered are:

i)
Definition of a mobile device 3GPP Selective Disablement of UE Capabilities Management Object (MO). 
The management object will be compatible with the OMA DM protocol specifications and upwards, and defined using the OMA DM Device Description Framework. The 3GPP Selective Disablement of UE Capabilities Management Object consists of relevant parameters needed to fulfil the SDoUE requirements.
ii)
Behaviour of the new Management Object (MO). 
This item is to provide the rules and corresponding behaviour of the UE when GPRS signalling has been disabled.

Service Aspects

None. Service aspects are covered by other work item descriptions and already defined in 3GPP TS 22.011.

MMI-Aspects

As specified by 3GPP TS 22.011 the UE should inform the end user of the non-availability of services or functions. Additionally, SA2 has informed CT1 that the Management Object to be defined not only shall include text information to be displayed for the end user about the disablement in effect, but also contact information to customer care service.
