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1. Overall Description:

CT1 thanks both CT6 and CT for their liaison statements in C1-06006/C6-050834 and C1-060016/CP-050686.

During the discussion of these particular liaison statements and after reviewing the Rel-7 CR in C6-050833, CT1 would like to indicate that the group has noticed that there can be more than one USIM application on a single smart card which, in turn, maybe selectable by the ME. Therefore, CT1 believes that the statement of Annex C “Mapping with multiple USIMs is not considered” may need to be reconsidered by CT6 for the case of mapping of elementary files (EF).

Additionally, CT1 is aware of the fact that from Rel-5 it is mandatory for any 2G ME implementation to support the USIM. Therefore, as the CR in C6-050833 is a Rel-7 CR the new Note 8 seems not to be technically correct. Since CT requires creating CRs to all releases, CT1 believes that the correction of the new Note 8 can be easily be done with a different text for different releases of the specification.
Regarding the action of whether more elementary files need to be mapped between the USIM and SIM, CT1 would like to know whether CT6 agrees with also recommending adding new Note 8 the mapping of EFPSLOCI and EFGPRSLOCI. Furthermore, in case of a single subscription CT1 wonders whether EFIMSI should be more than a possible mapping.
2. Actions:

CT1 kindly recommends CT6 to take into account the information outlined by the current liaison statement in their work on mapping of files between the USIM and SIM. 

Finally, CT1 requests CT6 to provide the result of their investigations on the mapping of elementary files so that CT1 can take further actions, if necessary.
