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Introduction:

This document contains a stage 3 WID that is intended to be a CT-wide WI to cover the stage 3 issues for the multimedia telephony capabilities for IMS.
The WID was conditionally approved at CT #30, but was not progressed as the parent WID was not changed from being a study item to a regular Rel-7 WI during the SA #30.
Excerpt from SA #30 report:

TD SP‑050833 New WID: Multimedia Telephony Service. This was introduced by Ericsson.

Objective: The objective is to define the minimum set of capabilities required to secure multi-vendor and multi-operator inter-operability for Multimedia Telephony and related Supplementary Services. Close cooperation shall be sought with TISPAN. TISPAN requirements, as captured in TISPAN-01002-NGN, shall be taken into account, and referred to where appropriate. The objective is to reuse and build on IMS capabilities provided in Release 5 and Release 6 and the supplementary services in TISPAN to avoid duplication of the work.

Discussion and conclusion:

It was commented that this revised WID was presented at a very late stage in the meeting. Ericsson responded that the original WID was to produce a TS, but had been revised to produce a TR, so this was only to revert to the original Work Item objectives. The TSG CT Chairman reported that there was very little discussion on this at TSG CT#30 and it had not been fully analysed. It was also reported that the Scope of the current WID was in line with this proposed revision. Ericsson added that the production of a TS was considered important in order to allow CT WGs to start work on the Core Network aspects. The TSG CT Chairmen agreed that work could begin without approving the revised WID at this time, which will only be needed when CRs are presented to the TSG for approval. More time to consider this should therefore be allowed before approving the updated WID. The SA WG1 Chairman commented that if the WID is to be approved at a later TSG meeting, then endorsement for one-step approval of the resultant TS should be made in order to avoid delays, i.e. the TR and the updated WID could be sent for approval at TSG SA#31 and the TS, based on the TR, presented for approval at TSG SA#32. SA WG1 is expected to update the proposed WID for presentation to TSG SA#31.

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Justification

In addition to reusing the IMS system as defined by 3GPP, ETSI TISPAN is defining an IMS based Multimedia Telephony service, which is an evolution of the CS based Telephony service provided by traditional ISDNs and PSTNs. It is based on the IMS basic call specified in 3GPP TS 24.229, and to this, supplementary services have been defined and specified. TISPAN NGN R1 including several supplementary services is expected finalization by December 2005.
A similar IMS multimedia telephony service is being defined by 3GPP SA1 for wireless access to IMS, with the purpose to define services to the end-users, and to support interoperability in multi-vendor and multi-operator environment and to provide the user with the same experience across the different IP based accesses and domains. This WID fulfils the plenary agreement that the TISPAN Release 1 simulation services shall form the basis of the 3GPP multimedia telephony services.
For this IMS Multimedia Telephony service, supplementary services need to be defined and specified in stage 3 protocols. Hence, there is a need for CT1 to add such service specification in 3GPP.

SA1 has decided on the principle to, where applicable, reuse Supplementary Service definitions as specified by ETSI TISPAN. For the reused services, CT1 work will consist in deciding on practical methods for reuse of the corresponding TISPAN stage 3 service specifications. For potential 3GPP-only supplementary services, CT1 work will consist in specifying these services on stage 3 level.
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Objective

The objective is to define the minimum set of capabilities required to secure multi-vendor and multi-operator inter-operability for Multimedia Telephony and related Supplementary Services.

Close cooperation shall be sought with ETSI TISPAN.

The objective is to reuse and build on the existing IMS capabilities and the supplementary services in TISPAN to avoid duplication of the work.
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Service Aspects

While the user experience for Multimedia Telephony is expected to have some similarity to existing telephony services, the richer capabilities of IMS should be exploited.

Impacts on the requirements of the multimedia enablers (captured in TS 22.228) may be identified.  

Co-operation with, and consideration to the ongoing TISPAN work is necessary to ensure that the services work over multiple access technologies.
