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Introduction

The current structure of TS 24.206 contains two sections (6 and 7) for specifying the roles of various VCC related functional elements in the context of call handover. However, TS 24.206 does not contain a suitable clause for specifying some common VCC roles not related to call handovers. Such roles include for example the VCC aspects of (see TR 23.806, clause 6.2a):

· Registration procedures

· Call origination procedures

· Call termination procedures

Proposal

This contribution proposes a new clause entitled “Roles for common voice call continuity procedures”, which aims to serve as a placeholder for the specification of all roles not related to call handover.

A UE compliant with this document shall implement the role of a VCC UE (see subclause 6.2 and subclause 7.2).

5.3
Media Resource Function Controller (MRFC)

Editor's note: The role of the MRFC in VCC is for further study. There are requirements for the handover of conferences for which there will be an involved MRFC for the conference.

5.4
Application Server (AS)

An AS shall implement the role of a Call Continuity Control Function (CCCF) (see subclause 6.3 and subclause 7.3).

Editor's note: There is additionally the role of NeDS, but there is currently ongoing discussion within SA2 on whether this should be a generic function or whether it should be VCC specific. The decision on this will impact the documentation, and therefore this role is omitted in this version.
