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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG CT WG1 would like to inform GSMA and CT4 of a discussion that was held during CT1#41 relating to the use of reject cause value #12 within Visited PLMNs.

It has been noted that there are situations where Visited PLMNs are using reject cause value #12, during the registration process, towards roaming subscribers without the subscriber’s Home PLMN agreement. As a result the roaming subscriber is prevented from receiving service, due to the defined behaviour for reject cause value #12 in the relevant specification (TS 24.008).

After discussion CT1 agreed that this is a network issue and was something that should be brought to the attention of GSMA so that operators could ensure that they are not inadvertently preventing roaming subscribers from receiving service. Although optional mobile behaviour could be defined to circumvent the problem, it was felt by CT1 that this would not be appropriate and may lead to other, unrelated, problems.

To highlight the problems caused by the incorrect use of reject cause value #12 CT1 decided that text should be included in TS 24.008 (see attachment). In addition it was proposed that wording could be included in TS 29.010 (under the responsibility of CT4) to highlight that a Visited PLMN shall not use reject cause value #12, over the radio interface, towards a roaming subscriber unless authorised by the subscriber’s Home PLMN.

2. Actions:

To GSMA group.

ACTION: 
CT1 kindly asks GSMA to note that the incorrect use of reject cause value #12 can lead to the denial of service towards roaming subscribers.


CT1 also requests GSMA to consider if mobile behaviour should be defined to circumvent this issue.

To CT4 group.

ACTION: 
CT1 kindly asks CT4 to consider adding wording to TS 29.010 to highlight that a Visited PLMN shall not use reject cause value #12 towards roaming subscribers unless authorised by the subscriber’s Home PLMN.
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
