	As indicated in section 6.5.4.3, ROHC uses robustness and error recovery mechanisms relying on decompressor to compressor feedback. Feedback packets are carried according to alternative 6) in section 5.2.1 of RFC 3095, i.e. they can be sent either piggybacked to compressed N-PDUs or sent as standalone packets.

When a feedback packet is sent piggybacked, it will be part of an N-PDU and the rules defined in 44.065 shall apply, in particular for the N-PDU Number management.
When a feedback packet is sent standalone, it will be added by SNDCP to the flow of data and will be sent to LLC using SN-PDU format as per normal N-PDUs. However, there is no description of the expected behaviour regarding N-PDU number in 44.065.
For a correct SNDCP behaviour, N-PDU number handling for standalone feedback packets shall be added to 44.065.

	It is specified that the N-PDU number handling for standalone ROHC feedback packets shall be the same as the N-PDU number handling for actual N-PDUs, for both acknowledged and unacknowledged mode.

Also, it is specified that standalone ROHC feedback packets shall not be re-sent as a result of an LLC reset.

	Lack of specification will lead to different implementations and will cause interoperability issues : 
- at SNDCP level, re-synchronization failure between MS and new SGSN at inter-SGSN routeing area update, or failures at reassembly stage,
- at ROHC level, wrong feedback packets re-sent to peer compressor after inter-SGSN routeing area update, thus causing interference with compression being re-established.

Error Recovery and other feedback

ROHC has built-in robustness mechanisms to avoid error events, as well as error recovery mechanisms using decompressor to compressor feedback. Such ROHC feedback is carried according to alternative 6) in section 5.2.1 of RFC 3095 [12]. When ROHC feedback packet is sent standalone (i.e. not piggybacked to a compressed N-PDU), the following additional rules shall apply: 

- N-PDU number shall be handled as defined in subclause 6.9.1 for acknowledged mode and subclause 6.9.2 for unacknowledged mode;
- standalone feedback packets shall not be re-sent as a result of LL-RESET.indication reception. In acknowledged mode, N-PDU numbers of the buffered N-PDUs whose complete reception has not been confirmed via SNSM-SEQUENCE.indication may need to be rearranged to allow transmission resumption with correct N-PDU number as expected by peer SNDCP entity.
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
