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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to inform GERAN3 and CT6 that the specification TS 24.008 describes that the length of the Called party BCD number length Information Element (IE) sent by the terminal (i.e., Mobile Originated calls) varies from a minimum length of 3 octets to a maximum length of 43 octets.

However, the maximum length of the Called party BCD number, which a terminal might signal, differs depending on the lower-layer type of access, e.g., PCS 1900, GSM 900, GSM 850, UMTS FDD. Specifically, the maximum number of octets that can be used for the Called party BCD number IE is specified as follows; 19 octets (i.e., 32 digits) for the case of PCS 1900 and 43 octets (i.e., 80 digits) for the rest of lower-layer type of access. 

CT1 would like to bring to the attention of GERAN3 and CT6 that although TS 24.008 defines maximum lengths for the Called party BCD number IE, when sent by the terminal, the specification does not impose terminal implementations to support the maximum defined length. That is to say, any terminal implementation that can handle less that the maximum but above the minimum would be compliant to the specification. 
2. Actions:

CT1 kindly asks GERAN3 and CT6 to check whether their test specifications (e.g., TS 51.010) are in line with what is stated above and if not, make the necessary corrections.
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
