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1. Introduction

The procedure the UE needs to initiate when T3311 and T3302 timer is involved is unclear. This contribution would like to ask the group and clarify the updating procedure during DSAC.

2. Discussion
We believe that our primary principal in CT1 is to reduce as many update signalling as possible during DSAC. Therefore, if timers T3311 (starts when GPRS attach or RAU was rejected) or T3302 (starts when GPRS attach or RAU was rejected for 5 or more times) are running as a result of RAU reject, actions due to these timers should be in effect and wait for them to expire, whether the next procedure is a MM or GMM procedure.

Currently, the handling of T3311 and T3302 timers during DSAC is not clearly stated, with regards to when PS is barred while CS is unbarred.
On the other hand, the handling when T3311 or T3302 is expired when DSAC is not involved is a RAU which is already covered in TS 24.008 (as described in the figure as case1 on the left below) 

We believe that from the primary principal, the only change we need for the DSAC is to replace the RAU procedure with LAU if the barring status has changed to PS barred and CS unbarred while T3311 or T3302 is running (as described in the figure as case2 on the right below).
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3. Proposal
We would like to propose to include the LAU procedure as shown above when CS is unbarred and PS barred.
