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1. Introduction

The handling of Gs association related to the RAU in NMO I, when the UE moves to a new cell/RA where CS is barred (and PS unbarred), and DSAC is unbarred afterwards is not clear from the current TS. We would like to propose clarify two points described below.
2. Discussion
The UE's procedure in NMO I, after the 2nd step shown below is not clear from the current TS;

 (step1)
RA changes to where the cell/RA is CS barred, i.e. UE initiates a normal RAU
 (step2) 
The cell is unbarred for both domains

We believe that:

· For step1, Gs association should be removed when the UE cannot update through combined RAU due to DSAC at the new RA.

· For step2, the UE should send a RAU with IMSI attach at the time DSAC is unbarred for all services.
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Therefore, we believe that a “combined RAU with IMSI attach” is required in NMO I, if the UE changes RA during DSAC regardless of whether any MM specific procedure was initiated or not.

However, this procedure is not currently described in the TS 24.008.

3. Proposal
We would like to ask the experts of our understanding, and clarify it in the TS if agreeable.















































































































[For step2]: 


We believe that the UE should send a RAU with IMSI attach (not without the IMSI attach) at the time DSAC is unbarred for all services.





[For step1]: 


This is a normal RAU and we believe that Gs association should be removed when the UE cannot update through combined RAU due to DSAC at the new RA.
