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1. Introduction

The detach procedure initiated by the UE in NMO I when DSAC is in effect is not clearly covered in the TS. This contribution would like to clarify the detach procedure by the UE especially related on the barred domain.
2. Discussion
We believe the UE will proceed with a normal detach procedure for domains that are not barred, and for barred domains, would wait for the barring status to change, or locally detach or to be implicitly detached sometime after.
The images of such cases are shown below as examples.

Case1:
If both CS and PS domains are barred in that cell even after the UE decides to detach, the UE will detach locally sometime after, and the network would implicitly detach when the MR timer expires.
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Case2:
If only the PS domain is barred in that cell at the time UE decides to detach, the UE would try to detach for CS domain and leave the PS domain to be detached implicitly.

Case3:
If only the CS domain is barred in that cell at the time UE decides to detach, the UE would try to detach for PS domain and leave the CS domain to be detached implicitly.
