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1. Overall Description:

CT1 are currently defining the stage 3 for Multimedia Telephony Capabilities for IMS in draft TS 24.173.  As part of this work CT1 are discussing specifying the session control procedures and default media handling capabilities for each of the required media types and capabilities based on the service description in TS 22.173 clause 4.
The text in sub clause 4.2 of TS 22.173 states:

IMS Multimedia Telephony can support many different types of media and the default set of capabilities include the following:

· Full duplex speech

· Real time video (simplex, full duplex), synchronized with speech if present.

· Text communication

· File transfer, 

· Video clip sharing, picture sharing, audio clip sharing. Transferred files may be displayed/replayed on receiving terminal for specified file formats.
At least one common standardized format (e.g. JPEG, AMR) shall be supported per media type.

The IMS Multimedia Telephony service should at least support the following handling of media

· Adding and removing individual media to/from a IMS Multimedia Telephony communication
Concern has been raised in CT1 regarding the intention of SA1 with respect to this text, since whilst there are existing service definitions and format specifications (e.g TS 26.235) within 3GPP for IMS communication based upon full duplex speech, real time video and text communication, there do not appear to yet exist similar detailed definitions for corresponding IMS based communication for file transfer, video clip sharing, picture sharing, and audio clip sharing.
Since the definition of a standardised interoperable Multimedia Telephony service based on these requirements needs the detailed specification of all the media formats and file types that are required to be supported based upon detailed service requirements, it seems not possible for CT1 to fulfil all these requirements from TS 22.173 until such additional service requirements exist. Full completion of this work would seem to also involve additional work to be performed by SA4.
CT1 is aware that specification work on similar multimedia service enablers is also conducted by OMA and that any such work within 3GPP could overlap with similar work within the scope of OMA.
If such additional work is to be included for release 7 it would seem to have the potential to impact on the completion date for the release.
