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1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks CT6 for this Liaison Statement.

With regard to:

· S1-060326: Clarification of using EHPLMN for Network Selection Principles

· S1-060330: Confirmed Roaming

· S1-060331: Capability of UE to read USIM information for Network Selection



SA1 acknowledges that changes resulting from these new requirements need to be coordinated between CT1 and CT6.

With regard to S1-060328: Last RPLMN, SA1 can confirm that these changes have been agreed by TSG SA-32.

With regard to S1-060333: Requirement for presentation of additional information in manual mode. SA1 are pleased to provide the following clarifications:

· It is expected that this additional information will be provided for only a subset of each of the PLMNs, but that each PLMN should be able to have this information associated with it. SA1 confirm this would not exclude that several PLMNs could share the same information if appropriate. As an example, an operator could use this feature to indicate the “Recommended” network to a user when they perform manual network selection. 

· The intent was that the data would provide a free text field for the operator to use as they see fit. As an example, an operator could use this feature to indicate the “Recommended” network to a user when they perform manual network selection. Other information could include whether GPRS or 3G Roaming agreements are in place with that PLMN.

· SA1 took note that CT6 feels it might be quite difficult and memory consuming to provide this kind of information for all the networks where operators have a roaming agreement and which can potentially be contained in the different PLMN Selection lists on the USIM. As indicated above SA1 believe that this information will be associated with only a subset of PLMNs. 

· SA1 understand that the contents of the PLMN Selection list are usually subject to frequent changes and updates by the operator employing over-the-air mechanisms, e.g. for dynamic roaming control, and wish to inform CT6 that there are new requirements in the area of Steering of Roaming aimed at providing a mechanism for dynamic roaming control. 

· The need to ensure the information is synchronised and non-obsolete is understood, but SA1 understand this to be handled by the HPLMN and will be dependant upon the use that each operator chooses to make of this new feature.

SA1 will provide more detailed requirements in this area if CT6 believe that the existing text is insufficient.

2. Actions:
