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Action/Decision Requested:

The ETSI TISPAN WG3 & Multi-TB Project FMMS would like to thank 3GPP CT1 for the liaison statement to TISPAN WG3 on SMS over IP. The ETSI TISPAN Multi-TB Project FMMS is currently the main group within TISPAN dealing with SMS and MMS issues, and has joint sessions with the TISPAN WG's (amongst them also WG3). Nevertheless, due to some re-organisations in ETSI, it is considered to stop the FMMS project and to continue the current work within the related TISPAN Working Groups (mainly WG2 and WG3). Given the state of the activities any reply should be addressed to TISPAN WG3.

During the TISPAN#10ter meeting, the ETSI TISPAN Multi-TB Project FMMS has reviewed the draft TS 24.341v0.1.0 as available under http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Specs/html-info/24341.htm and would like to provide feedback to help ensure that any overlapping work is aligned between 3GPP and ETSI TISPAN Multi-TB Project FMMS.
1. The roles "SMS-over-IP sender" and "SMS-over-IP receiver" have caused some confusion. It is proposed to use the terms "sender" and "receiver" only when dealing with terminal equipment, not for (application-) servers.

2. There has been some confusion on the terms delivery, delivery report, submission etc. The same applies in principle also to the first parts of the SMS standard TS 23.040. It is therefore proposed to use the following terms as defined in TS 23.040, clause 9:
-- SUBMIT
Submission of a terminal-originated Short Message
-- SUBMIT_REPORT
Protocol response to a SUBMIT
-- DELIVER
Delivery of a terminal-terminated Short Message
-- DELIVER_REPORT
Protocol response to a DELIVER or STATUS_REPORT
-- STATUS_REPORT
Delivery of a terminal-terminated Status Report message


(indication that a previously submitted Short Message was


delivered to the addressee)

Furthermore, the following detailed issues in TS 24.341v0.1.0 have been discovered.

I. Clause 5.3.1.2, subclause c):
change reference from 7.3.1.1 to 7.3.1.2

II. Clause 5.3.1.3:
change "When sending an SMS-over-IP sender wants to send an SMS delivery..."

III. Clause 5.3.1.3, subclause c):
add "... defined for RP-ACK or RP-ERROR message..."

IV. Clause 5.3.2.2, 2nd bullet:
change reference from 7.3.1.2 to 7.3.1.1

V. Clause 5.3.3.4, in note:
add "... or a delivery report (RP-ACK or RP-ERROR)"

VI. Clause 5.3.3.5, in note:
add "... or a submission report (RP-ACK or RP-ERROR)"

A question was raised as to where 3GPP intend inter-working at the gateway between the legacy SMS and IMS Messaging services? We remain interested in this issue.
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
