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Justification

It is envisaged that many subscribers will possess more than one device for running mobile communication services in the near future. These devices may differ in their capabilities and users may want to redirect services to the appropriate device. These devices may be registered to a Personal Network (PN).  Such a device is called Personal Network Element (PNE) in the context of the Personal Network Management as specified in TS 22.259 (Service requirements for Personal Network Management (PNM)). The PNM provides facilities for the users to manage the PNEs within their PN.  
The PNM WID (S2-062567) covers stage 1 and 2 requirements. Stage 1 specification is complete. For stage 2, it is envisaged that an informative annex to TS 23.228 is being added to cover normative PNM architecture aspects. 
In order to meet the particular requirements for PNM, additional work on stage 3 level is needed.
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Objective

This work item implements the necessary enhancements to 3GPP systems so that the PNM can be offered. The objective of this work item is to specify the procedures for PNM on stage 2 level and to specify the functionalities on stage 3 level to fulfil the requirements as defined in TS 22.259.
The following aspects, but not limited to, are expected to be specified:
· Mechanism for redirecting the terminating services addressed to any of the PNEs belonging to a PN to a certain PNE within the same PN based on the user’s configuration. 
· Mechanism for the users to register/deregister a PNE to/from a PN.

· Mechanism for the users to activate/deactivate a certain PNE of their PN as default PNE for the terminating services. 
· Mechanism for the users to interrogate the PN settings.
This work item shall reuse the existing features that have been developed for the GSM /UMTS whenever possible.
