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1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to thank TC RT for informing the working group about the measurement results for the uplink access procedure via FACCH under high speed conditions. 
CT1 have discussed the information provided by TC RT and share TC RT's concerns about the feasibility of the timing requirement of 500ms for an end-to-end data transfer. Nevertheless, CT1 have decided to agree the proposed CR to TS 43.068 with small revisions (see C1-062509), as the procedures described in this CR are expected to become in any case part of the generic "p-t-m data service" to be developped by CT1 under the Release 8 work item "Enhancements for VGCS Applications." 

CT1 considers the so-called "shunting yard" application, which is the reason for the strict timing requirement, as an important use case for the new data service. Therefore, CT1 very much appreciates TC RT's offer to initiate also measurements for low speed conditions which are more typical for a shunting yard environment. Dependent on the outcome of these measurements, SA1 who is the owner of the requirements specification TS 42.068 (VGCS stage 1) may want to reconsider the requirements currently specified in stage 1.
If the talks that TC RT intends to have with Chinese railway operators should result in a modification of the timing requirements, CT1 kindly asks TC RT to inform also SA1 of any such changes.
CT1 is looking forward to future cooperation with TC RT in the area of railway telecommunication.
