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1. Overall Description

3GPP SA2 thanks ETSI TISPAN WG2 and WG4 for their liaison statement. 3GPP SA 2 has considered the requested requirement from S2-062595 / 10tTD342r3:

" the IMS as a second resort shall allow for the use of E.164 based routing mechanisms to forward initial SIP methods with the Req-URI containing a Tel URI, to another IMS network and still allow that IMS network to complete the call as an end to end IMS session when the Tel URI identified an IMS user of that other network."

3GPP SA2 has concluded that with careful management of ENUM/DNS databases, it should be possible to achieve what is requested without requiring new functionality in IMS. Some possible solutions have been identified which do not require specification, but not limited to:

1) combinations of tiered ENUM/DNS servers,

2) usage of "number translation service providers" which can be accessed by IMS.

This avoids the situation where the E.164 translation queries should fail and therefore require further handling.

Furthermore 3GPP SA2 has approved the attached CR in S2-063378 to update the BGCF handling description to clarify the above requirement in case ENUM / DNS queries fail even with careful management of the data.

2. Action to TISPAN WG2 and WG4:
3GPP SA2 kindly requests TISPAN WG2 and WG4 to take note of the above discussions and the approved CR.
Action to GSMA IREG PACKET:
3GPP SA2 kindly requests that GSMA IREG PACKET clarify whether the careful application of ENUM / DNS is a feasible and realistic assumption to avoid the need to apply the failure handling as suggested in S2-063378.
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
