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Introduction

3GPP TS 24.305 already contains the description of the SDoUE Management Object (MO) including all necessary nodes and leaf objects. 

The IMS leaf of the SDoUE MO indicates operator’s preference to enable or disable IMS procedures for sending IMS registration request. However, there is a need of providing the rules and corresponding behaviour of the UE when IMS procedures for sending IMS registration request have been disabled.

3GPP TR 23.805, which contains the SA2 conclusions and work on SDoUE, states that in case of IMS disable the UE has to deregister and disable IMS registration requests until IMS is indicated as enable.
Proposal

It is proposed to update the sub-clause 5.4 to describe the UE behaviour the IMS leaf value indicates disable.

The IMS leaf indicates an operator’s preference to enable or disable IMS procedures for sending IMS registration request.

The IMS procedures for sending IMS registration request are specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 [7].

· Occurrence: ZeroOrOne

· Format: bool

· Values: 0, 1
0 – Indicates IMS procedures for sending IMS registration request enable.

1 – Indicates IMS procedures for sending IMS registration request disable.

When the IMS leaf value is set to "1", the UE shall initiate the user-initiated deregistration procedure for IMS. Furthermore, the UE shall not use IMS procedures for sending IMS registration request from now on until the IMS leaf value is set to "0".
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
