4.5.1
General

Two information elements are defined to fulfil the requirements as stated in 3GPP TS 23.228 [7];

1.
IM CN subsystem Communication Service Identifier (CSID); and

2.
IM CN subsystem Application Reference Identifier (ASID).
4.5.2
Coding of communication service identifier and application reference
The two parameters shall be coded as feature tags as defined in RFC 3840 [62]. 

A feature tag for an IMS communication service shall be in accordance with the following pattern.+g.ims.csid.xxxxxx.  

 A feature tag for an IMS application reference shall be in accordance with the following pattern. +g.ims.asid.yyyyyy.

The value of xxxxxx will be defined in the relevant IM CN subsystem communication service specification. 

The value of yyyyyy will be defined by application developers or standardization bodies specifying applications using standardized communication services.

With reference to clause 13 in 3GPP TS 23.218 [5] the following apply:

-
The requested IM CN subsystem communication service is included in the Accept Contact header as CSID value;

-
The supported IM CN subsystem communication service is included in the Contact header as a CSID value;

-
The requested IM CN application reference is included in the Accept Contact header as ASID value; and

-
The supported IM CN application reference is included in the Contact header as an ASID value;
