SA1 approved the feature level work item for the development of the multimedia priority service 
The stage 3 work is expected to be based on the following RFCs.

RFC 4412: "Communications Resource Priority for the Session Initiation Protocol (SIP)".

This document defines two new SIP header fields for communications resource priority, namely "Resource-Priority" and "Accept-Resource-Priority". The "Resource-Priority" header field can influence the behavior of SIP user agents, such as telephone gateways, and IP telephones. It does not directly influence the forwarding behavior of IP routers.

RFC 4411 "Extending the Session Initiation Protocol Reason Header for Preemption Events".
This document proposes an IANA Registration extension to the Session Initiation Protocol (SIP) Reason Header [1] to be included in a BYE Method Request as a result of a session preemption event either at a user agent (UA), or somewhere in the network involving a reservation-based protocol such as the Resource ReSerVation Protocol RSVP or Next Steps in Signaling (NSIS).  This document does not attempt to address routers failing in the packet path; instead, it addresses a deliberate tear downof  a flow between UAs, and informs the terminated UA(s) with an indication of what occurred.

Justification

The response to emergency situations (e.g. floods, hurricanes, earthquakes, terrorist attacks) depends on the communication capabilities of public networks. In most cases, emergency responders use private radio systems to aid in the logistics of providing critically needed restoration services. However, certain government and emergency management officials and other authorised users have to rely on public network services when the communication capability of the serving network may be impaired, for example due to congestion or partial network infrastructure outages, perhaps due to a direct or indirect result of the emergency situation.

Priority Service for authorised persons in the context of circuit switched speech communications is described in TR 22.952. Similar prioritized service provision is needed for packet (e.g. IP) based multimedia services including data, video, audio, and text transmission capabilities.
