Documentation of IMS Supplementary Services









Introduction

		TS 24.173 has listed ETSI specifications as temporary annexes for the supplementary services.

		According to Head of MCC ETSI, (even if these are temporary documents) this documentation is not appropriate. 

		CT1 Chairman proposed to exclude the annexes from the words format of TS 24.173 and have them included as independent documents to 24173.zip. 

		The document was proposed on the CT1 reflector as editorial changes and was submitted for email approval as 1.0.1 version of TS 24.173.

		We (Qualcomm) do not see this as an editorial changes and believe this requires more attention.









Solutions for documentation of TS24.173

		Leave TS 24.173 as is.

		Merging the Supplementary Services from Annexes to the body of TS24.173. 

		Removal of the annexes from the Words document of 24.173.doc and move them to the ZIP file of 24173.zip.

		Removal of the annexes from TS 24.173 and have them as 3GPP TS documents, numbered 24.XX1 through 24.XX9.









Leave TS 24.173 as is.

		Pros

		The current documentation is a temporary solution while waiting for OP decision where to have IMS SS.

		Cons

		The documentation is not appropriate. For instance the Annexes have contents, abbreviations, references, etc.









Merging SS to the body of TS24.173

		Pros

		Pure 3GPP documents without any dependency to TISPAN.

		Enhancing and improving IMS SS without any consultation and restriction.

		3GPP documents for IMS SS exist if it is decided to have the IMS SS documented in 3GPP.

		Cons

		Huge initial works

		More advanced synchronization work if needed

		Waste of work if it is decided to have the IMS SS documented in TISPAN.









Moving the Annexes to ZIP file

		Pros

		Easy to maintain

		Cons

		The text for the supplementary services are outside of TS 24.173.

		Unnecessary work if the structure in TS 24.173, is temporary – no constructive work 

		A step towards excluding Supplementary Services from 3GPP, since these attachments must be synchronized with TISAPN documents. 









Creating 3GPP documents from the annexes of TS24.173 

		Pros

		Easy to maintain

		Ready Specifications in case documentations for IMS SS are transferred to 3GPP

		Cons

		We do not see any disadvantage









Conclusion

		We do not see any disadvantage with the last option and at the same time we see this as the way forward
