Session Combining
9.3.3.5.1
General
If the CSI AS receives a 100 (trying) SIP response the CSI AS shall handle the SIP response in accordance with 3GPP TS 24.229 [5].
If the CSI AS receives a 181, 3XX, 4XX, 5XX or 6XX SIP response code then the CSI AS shall process the call in accordance with local police. If CSI AS needs to release any of sessions the CSI AS shall act in accordance with 3GPP TS 24.229 [5].
If the CSI AS sends a SIP response for a SIP request related to IMS multimedia telephony service as defined in 3GPP TS 24.173 [xx] and the CSI AS supports this communication service the CSI AS shall include the feature tag value, in the Contact header in the SIP response as specified in 3GPP TS 24.173 [xx].
9.3.3.5.2
The SIP response is triggered by that two requests are sent.

The CSI AS shall act as a B2BUA as per subclause 5.7.5 of 3GPP TS 24.229 [5] with the following additions.
The CSI AS shall send a SIP response including SDP answer when the CSI AS receives a reliable or a final SIP response with a SDP answer from each of the two call legs toward the CUA. The SIP response code that is sent to the originating UE by the CSI AS depends on the SIP response code received from the two call legs;

if at least one  18X SIP response code is received, the same 18X SIPresponse code shall be sent to the originating UE. The CSI AS shall include two "c" lines including the SDP as received in the SIP responses from the two legs , by following the rules of the RFC 3264 [14] or

-
when 200 (OK) SIP response code for the SIP INVITE or SIP UPDATE request is received from the two call legs the CSI-AS shall send a  200 (OK) SIP response code. The CSI AS shall include two "c" lines including the SDP as received in the SIP responses from the two legs , by following the rules of the RFC 3264 [14].
If a 180 (Ringing) SIP response is received and the CSI AS knows that originating UE has indicated that no resources are available (e.g. receipt of an SDP offer that indicates that recourses are not available) the sending of the 180 (ringing) SIP response is delayed until the resources are available, otherwise the 180 (Ringing) SIP response is sent at the receipt of 180 (Ringing) SIP response.



9.3.3.5.3
The SIP response is triggered by that only one request is sent.

The CSI AS shall send a SIP response to the originating UE when the CSI AS receives a SIP response from the call leg toward the CUA. The CSI AS shall send the same  SIP response as received and the SDP answer in the SIP response shall be in accordance with RFC 3264 [14].
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
