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1. Introduction

This contribution addresses the behaviour of a Rel-7 VCC UE regarding the modification of a session in the IM CN subsystem once it has been transferred from CS domain to the IM CN subsystem.

2. Description

In order to request a domain transfer from CS domain to the IM CN subsystem, as per TS 24.206 subclause 9.2, VCC shall send an INVITE request with:
“1)
the Request-URI set to the VDI;

2)
the To header field set to the VDI;

3) the P-Preferred-Identity header set to a public telecommunication number in accordance with subclause 4.3; and

4)
the SDP payload set for a single media line with media type "audio", indicating all supported codecs for this media type, in accordance with subclause 6.1.1 and subclause 6.1.2 of 3GPP TS 24.229 [8].”
Once the transfer to the IM CN subsystem is complete, the session between the VCC UE and the VCC application could be subject to modification, when for example VCC UE wishes to change current SDP contents or add a media to current SDP. 
One way would be for the VCC UE to initiate a new session, where the Request-URI would be set to tel URI and the To header field set to tel URI. Then, depending on the session, a new call will be anchored for the VCC UE or the VCC application will forward the SIP INVITE request by acting as a SIP proxy, and therefore allow the call to continue without anchoring.
Another way for the VCC UE to modify the session is to perform a reINVITE procedure. In such case, NEC believes VCC UE shall populate the INVITE request sent with the Request-URI set to VDI and the To header field set to VDI, even if this request is not for a domain transfer. Also, when using VDI for reINVITE procedure, VCC application shall not behave as currently described for domain transfer, i.e. VCC application shall handle INVITE request with VDI even for request which are not for domain transfer and some existing requirements in TS 24.206 subclause 9.3.2 will not apply. For example, the following requirement will not be necessary: “Upon receiving the SIP ACK request from the IM CN Subsystem, the DTF shall initiate release of the old access leg by sending a SIP BYE request toward the MGCF. “

Session modification using reINVITE request is not described in TS 24.206 v7.1.0.
3. Conclusion

NEC would like to have CT1 opinion on the issue described above. 

In particular, NEC would like to know whether this is an issue to consider within Rel-7, or if this is an issue for Rel-8 and VCC evolutions. If this issue is seen as a Rel-7 issue, a tentative correction on TS 24.206 is available in C1-070799 “Handling of reINVITE after domain transfer to IM CN subsystem”.
